Provide a safe environment. Check that equipment and facilities are safe.
Ensure training and competition are suitable for the age and fitness level of
the athletes.

Let athletes know the benefit of sport and encourage them to participate in
sport throughout their lives.

Do not over train athletes. Maintain athletes’ interest and promote their
enthusiasm towards sports.

Always lead by example and do not speak foul language.

Avoid any form of harassment towards your athletes. This includes
harassment on sex, race and disability.
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
