Currently there are four major
components: Hongkong Bank
Foundation Coach Education
Programme, Hongkong Bank Foundation
Continuing Coach Education Programme, Hongkong
Bank Foundation School Coach Accreditation
Programme (SCAP), and Hongkong Bank Foundation
School Continuing Coach Education Programme.

The SCAP, a programme jointly offered by the HKCC
and the National Sports Associations (NSAs), aims to
improve the standard of coaches working with primary
and secondary school teams and to provide
opportunities for them to obtain formal training and
accreditation. It has been widely
supported by the Hong Kong
School Sports Federation,
NSAs, School Heads and
teachers. Since its inception in
1998, the HKCC has organized
numerous courses on 9 sporting
events, including, Athletics,
Badminton, Basketball, Football,
Handball, Sports Aerobics, Table
Tennis, Tennis, and Volleyball.

To celebrate and mark the 10th anniversary of the
SCAP, the HKCC will set up an Awards to recognize
the contribution of school teachers.

I1l. Nomination Criteria
SCAP Accredited School Coach Awards

Primary and Secondary School Heads can nominate
ONE accredited school coach based on the following
criteria:

1. The nominees should be either full time teachers
or school staff currently employed by the school;

2. The nominees should be accredited school
coaches under the SCAP;

3. The nominees are actively involved in and
contributed to the school’s co-curricular activity
or school team for any three consecutive years
within the past 10 years (1998/1999 - 2007/2008).

School Coach Awards (PE Teacher Category)

Primary and Secondary School Heads can nominate
ONE PE teacher based on the following criteria:

1. The nominees should be full-time PE teachers
employed by the school; and

2. The nominees are actively involved in the training of
the school team(s) for the 2005/2006 — 2007/2008
school years and had led the school teams to
outstanding achievements in the interschool
competitions (or equivalent) within the past 10
years. Selection of the recipients will also be based
on the overall performance of the PE teachers,
such as but not limited to, the leadership and
role modeling for sport ethics, initiatives and
commitment in school sporting events.

1. HKCC'’s Certificates of merit; and

2. Invitations to the Continuing Coach Education
Programme organized by the HKCC in 2008/2009
school year.
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V. Selection

All nominations will be collated and screened by the
Secretariat (Coach Education Department of the
HKSI) of the HKCC. The nomination information will
be reviewed by the Judging Panel to select the
recipients, with the final list endorsed by the HKCC.

The HKCC reserve the final right to accept, reject or deny

any nominations.

The Awards recipients will be announced at the
School Coach 10" Anniversary Awards Presentation
Ceremony in early July 2008.
