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Coaches Grab Spotlight at Hongkong Bank
Foundation Coaching Awards Gala

The Hongkong Bank Foundation Coaching Awards
for 2006 has once again given Hong Kong’s leading
coaches the chance to emerge from behind the scenes
and share the glory with their athletes.

A total of 70 coaches were recognised for their
outstanding contributions to Hong Kong sport during
the annual Hongkong Bank Foundation Coaching
Awards presentation ceremony on 13 May 2007 at the
Grand Hyatt Hong Kong.

The prestigious Awards scheme is the only one of
its kind in Hong Kong that rewards local coaches for
their work in assisting athletes to higher performance.
The Awards scheme has been organised by the Hong
Kong Coaching Committee (HKCC) and supported by
the Hongkong Bank Foundation (HBF) since 1993.

Special guest Teresa Au, Head of Corporate
Responsibility & Sustainability Asian Pacific Region
of The Hongkong and Shanghai Banking Corporation
Limited (HSBC), said the Awards scheme has succeeded
in helping coaches gain the credit they deserve.

“Coaches are the building blocks to the success of
Hong Kong athletes at high-level competitions. The
caliber of coaches will have a strong influence on
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athletes’ performance and achievements,” she said.
“That's why HSBC has been funding the coach
education programme since 1990s with an aim to
enhance the professional standard of coaches and
to promote the development of sports within the
community.”

Other guests included Carrie Lam, Ex-Permanent
Secretary for Home Affairs, and Hon Timothy Fok,
President of the Sports Federation & Olympic Committee
of Hong Kong, China.

Professor Frank Fu, Chairman of the HKCC, praised
the coaches for Hong Kong’s success on the sporting
stage in 2006.

He said, “We are proud of Hong Kong
athletes for their record achievements
in the Asian Games and the Far East &
South Pacific Games forthe Disabled
Games (FESPIC) last year. Apart
from the athletes’ dedication,
the remarkable results were
also attributable to coaches
dedicated to nurturing the
elite athletes throughout

the years.”

Professor Fu offered his special thanks to the HBF
which has agreed to continue its support for the Hong
Kong Coach Education Programme with a sponsorship
amount of HK$5 million for the next 3 years. The funds
will help community, schools and elite coaches gain
further training and accreditation over the period.

The categories for the 2006 Awards included Coach
of the Year Awards, which were divided into individual
sports and team events for senior and junior athletes,
Distinguished Services Award for Coaching, Coach
Education Award, Best Team Sport Award, Coaching
Excellence Awards, and Community Coach Recognition
Awards.
